The Guardian ad Litem is granted full access to any and all medical, psychological, or school records pertaining to the child(ren).  The parties are ordered to cooperate with the Guardian, including, but not limited to, signing any necessary releases and making the child(ren) available to the Guardian. Any records obtained by the Guardian ad Litem shall be protected by the Guardian and maintained as confidential.
