CR520 Habitation Definition.

The defense of Defense of Habitation is not limited to a habitation the defendant owns. The defense
may apply to whatever place the defendant may be occupying peacefully as a substitute home or
habitation, including but not limited to a hotel, motel, or where the defendant is a guest in another

person’s home.
