Administrative Order 2020-01

In response to the COVID-19 Pandemic and in light of Governor Gary Herbert’s “Stay
Home Stay Safe” Directive of March 27, 2020, the Administrative Order, In Re: Pandemic
Response Plan issued by the Chief Justice of the Utah Supreme Court [Utah Supreme Court
Administrative Order], and in compliance with public health orders, the Court remains open and
accessible by phone, email and by appointment. The clerical reception area of the San Juan
Public Safety Building is accessible by appointment only. Individuals who show symptoms of
COVID-19 or who have been exposed to someone with the symptoms of COVID-19 may not
enter the courthouse.

Consistent with the Utah Supreme Court Administrative Order, the followings orders are
made:
COURT HEARINGS

Absent exigent circumstances, all court hearings will be conducted virtually through
video and telephone conferencing with all non mission critical hearings being continued. You
will receive notice of a new ‘cm.n;t date or instructions for appearing virtually. If you do not
receive notice from the court within 48 hours of your hearing, contact the court at 435-587-2122
or montscan(@utcourts.gov. New hearing information will also be posted online at:
https:/, t ov/cal/. In the event of an in-person hearing, the Judge will determine

which persons in addition to the parties are needed in the courtroom.



FILINGS

Individuals who do not have access to the Utah Court eFiling system may file pleadings
via email in any existing case by sending an image of the pleading (preferably a PDF) of the
filing to: montscan(@ucourts.gov. Additionally, self-represented litigants may file, via email,
protective order requests, stalking injunction requests, and pleadings in existing cases, without a
handwritten signature. Instead, you should type your name and the date on the signature line
provided on the form. All filings must include the filer’s phone number and/or email address.

initiate a case or file a notice of appeal, the individual should contact the court by telephone to
make arrangements for filing.
