V. Reasons for having relinquished custody in the past
vi. Religious compatibility with the child
vii.  Kinship, including, in extraordinary circumstances, stepparent status
viii.  Financial condition
iX. Evidence of abuse of the subject child, another child, or spouse
Other factors deemed important by the evaluator, the parties, or the court.
Recommendations: At commissioner or judge’s discretion, evaluator may issue

verbal recommendations concerning the legal or physical custody and parent-time
scheduling arrangements.
