Instructions for an OPTIONAL Allegations of Abuse Statement

If you like, you may write a statement containing your views of the alleged abuse or neglect. The guardian ad litem will review the statement, and we will keep it in our file. This statement does not have to be filed with the court. A statement is NOT required, but it does provide an opportunity for you to give the Guardian your perspective on the situation.

If you choose to write such a statement, it must be:

· Approximately 1-2 pages

· Written legibly or typed, in a readable font and size

It should contain:

· Your name

· Today’s date

· The name and number of the court case in which the GAL represents the child(ren)

· Your description of what happened

· Where it happened 

· The date(s) of the occurrence(s)

· Who was present during the occurrence(s)

· Was the alleged abuse or neglect reported to the police? If so, state which police department responded (i.e. Salt Lake City P.D.), and the police case number (if available)

Return the Allegations of Abuse Statement to the office as soon as possible. Statements may be emailed, mailed, faxed, or hand-delivered to our office.
